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Accessory structures include
detached decks, patios, retaining
walls, walkways, fire pits, paved
areas, pavilions, gazebos, wood

sheds, carports, pools, etc.
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(1) Uniform dwelling code may permit a lesser distance. Contact the local building inspector
for details.

(2) Setback may be reduced to 5 Ft for lots that are less than 100 Ft in width.

(3) Contact DNR for further information regarding well setbacks.

(4 Privacy fence shall not exceed 6 ft in height and may be placed on lot line where both
property owners concur to jointly maintain the fence in writing. Fence must conform to
road and rear setbacks.

(5) Marquees, awnings, overhanging roof eaves, chimneys and similar architectural element
of buildings or structures projecting not more than two (2) feet may extend into required
yards or setback areas, except the shoreland setback as noted in Chapter 26 Shoreland
Protection Ordinance.
